Called to Order at 6:37pm/Roll Call/Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Dadey asked Chris Shields to talk about the 720 Hartwell Ave project and introduce one of the project leaders Mirza. The mosque is built, and they received their certificate of occupancy and are ready for step II which is the exterior of the property. They have made a lot of changes to the original plan that was approved by the Planning Board several years ago. Our engineer Steve Snell is still reviewing the drainage. Steve is working with their architect to finalize some smaller details. He asked for the Village Board to approve this project tonight pending Steve Snell’s approval. The parking lot has been extended. There are 2 entrances and exits now. The new one has already been approved by Onondaga DOT since Hartwell Ave. is a county road. There is a future building addition plan for the storage building that is there now. There will be fountains, a soccer field, sidewalks, a 40x80 open pavilion, and pickle ball courts. 

Trustee Para asked if you would see the soccer field from Hartwell Ave. 

Chris and Mirza answered Yes.

Mirza introduced himself to the Village Board. He is one of the members of the mosque. 

Mayor Dadey asked if there are any wetlands that they must be concerned about. 

Mirza said Yes. There are wetlands. They are not touching anything in the wetlands.  They met the requirements. 

Mayor Dadey asked Superintendent of the DPW Randy Hughson about the OCWA line or if there is an easement.  

Randy answered that OCWA has an easement through there. 

Mirza said that there is an OCWA main that runs along the property. There is a 20 ft easement. They are not installing any buildings inside that easement. 

Trustee Para asked where the flower memorial will be.

Mirza said it’s a worldwide memorial that looks like a flower and it set back from the road near the mosque, and you won’t be able to see it from the road. 
They are proposing to install a fence. 

Mayor Dadey asked the board and Randy if they had any more questions.

Randy talked to Steve about the new driveway that is being put in. There is a 4” lateral that we need to make sure that is encased or reinforced for that driveway. 

Trustee Para asked if the Soccer field and Pickel ball courts are for their own use or will there be tournaments. 

Mirza said no major tournaments, maybe once a year during a festival they have once a year.

The requirement of the grant is that you keep the number of positions you applied for, for the entirety of the grant. We are applying for 16 positions, this would be about half of the personnel that we would ultimately need, this number is a good starting point with onboarding, training, etc. 

Myself, Deputy Mayor Albanese and Lou Longo met with Town supervisor Ed Michaelenko, Deputy Superintendent Kerry Mannion and board member Jack Dooling to discuss the working relationship between the town and the village. Still more work to do, we have another meeting scheduled on April 22. 
 Request for tire purchase for Rescue 1 under state contract through big 4 tire.  
Request to pay the invoice for the turnout gear, this gear is under state contract and was ordered almost a year ago, around June. The gear just arrived as well as the invoice. 
At the March business meeting the Inc. voted to remove the portion of the bylaws dealing with election so that the bylaws comply with the local law the village created. The only positions that will be voted on for the fire side will be the 4 wardens on the council. Asst chiefs and line officer’s positions will be appointed by the Chief who will be appointed by the mayor.

Building and Codes-Code Enforcement Officer Chris Shields
Robert Byrnes owns 221-223 East Manlius St. It is Tiny Bubbles and behind it is Designcrete. Designcrete sells concrete material. He came in front of the Planning Board March 11, 2024.  He asked permission to put some fencing up in the back rear of his parking lot. He wants to store some building material in the fenced area. It would be a privacy fencing which would be a chain linked fence with privacy slats.  He has a Zoning board meeting Thursday April 4, 2024 at 7:00pm and he is hoping the Village Board would vote on the approval pending the Zoning Boards approval. He is asking for a use variance. We have a zoning law that says you cant store construction material outside your business on both East Manlius and West Manlius Street.
Mayor Dadey-asked about the property owners.
Chris- Our lawyer Robert Germain recommended that we announce the public hearing in the Eagle Bulletin which Jennifer did. He also recommended I send a letter notifying all the residents that are within 200’. In the letter it gave them the opportunity to come to the meeting on Thursday night or they can send Jennifer an email or letter  or send a letter to the chairman of the Zoning Board.

Chris- yes
Mayor Dadey- Are the storage containers he has now legal?
Chris- Yes
Mayor Dadey- (board discussed among themselves) She thanked Chris for sending out the notices to the neighbors. She told Christ to please let the property owner know we are going to have another meeting on the 15th of April at 6:00pm. He is more than welcome to be there that night. That will give the Zoning Board ample time to look at it make a decision.

The easement was originally recorded  in the office of the Onondaga County Clerk in book 1905 of Deeds at page 588.  The  overall  parcel of  land is also  known as  Lot 1 of the Keough Farm Subdivision   according to a  Subdivision Map  (Cromp Subdivision)  made by J.R.L. Land Surveying, PLLC,  and,    Whereas , the land is currently owned by  David Cromp .  The Village received a request  on  behalf of   the owner  asking the Village  to  abandon the  waterline and  easement by letter petition  dated January 30 th , 2024, and,   Whereas , the Village  is   in possession of an approved legal description of the easement to be  abandoned, and,    Whereas , said easement was used by the Village when the Village maintained a water supply  system  through the property ,   but  the Village  has not operated the system for many years and has  no plan to ever use the system again, and,    Whereas , the Village is in receipt of an independent indication of value in the form of an  appraisal dated  March 25th, 2024 valuing release of the easement and abandonment at $100 .00.   NOW, IT IS HERBY RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:   1.  Pursuant to Village Law and General Municipal law, the Village finds the subject easement is  no longer of public or municipal value, and that said easement has no current or future municipal  use.   2,  The Village hereby agrees to release/abandon the waterline and easement in exchange for the  independent indication of value established in the amount of $100.00.     3.   This  resolution   is classified as a Type II  A ction  for the purpose of SEQRA compliance and  requires no further action.    4.   This resolution is subject to the Village Attorney approval of a draft Release of Easement as  to form and content as well as payment.   5.  The applicant agrees to bear all costs associated with the action and no costs shall be incurred  by the Village.
